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Lots of the activities and discussion topics in these teacher’s 
notes are deliberately left open to encourage pupils to develop 
independent thinking around the book.

She went back for her brothers and sisters, 
and as many slaves as needed her help. 

For 11 years, Harriet repeated the same trip again and again, 
guiding hundreds of people to the safety of the northern states.
She called them her ‘passengers’ and she never lost a single one. 

After years of problems between the northern 
and southern states, a civil war broke out. 

Harriet signed up to help as a cook. But she 
soon became a nurse, and even a spy, too!

When Minty finally reached Philadelphia, she joined the 
Underground Railroad – a secret network of safe houses and 

people who were against slavery. They helped enslaved men 
and women reach safety in the free states and Canada.

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HARRIET TUBMAN
(Born 1822 • Died 1913)

Araminta ‘Minty’ Ross was born into slavery on a plantation in 

Maryland, U.S.A. A slave is someone who is owned by another 

person and is forced to work for them without being paid. Slavery 

was legal in America when Minty was born. The first slave in 

Minty’s family was her grandmother who was taken from her home 

in Africa and brought to America on a ship. She was enslaved by 

white owners. Minty’s family, along with many others, worked on 

plantations – places where crops were grown. Minty was forced to 

work from the age of five. But she had a fighting spirit and always 

stood up for herself and others. One day, a man hit her on the 

head whilst she was trying to help a runaway slave. The injury was 

so bad that she was in pain for the rest of her life. In 1849, Minty 

made a plan to escape. She changed her name to Harriet Tubman 

and made a dangerous journey north to the states where slavery no 

longer existed. Once she was free, she went back for others. The 

skills she picked up on these missions helped her during the Civil 

War. She led an operation to free hundreds of slaves, crippling the 

plantation where they worked. In her later years, Harriet spoke up 

about women’s rights and helped the people she had freed to start 

new lives, as laws were still unequal for African Americans. Harriet 

sacrificed so much throughout her life to help others. She is a symbol 

of strength, hope and bravery for many people around the world.
